I am a person who was born in
independent Georgia during a time filled with attempts to gain freedom, I am a person
who wants to gain freedom and I believe that this can be achieved with the help of other
countries. Independence and freedom, these two words seem to mean the same thing,
although in our reality there is a clear difference between them. The independence of a
country can be declared by law, recognized internationally, and most often expressed
through a flag, coat of arms, and anthem. My country took a step towards independence
twice, first in 1918, when Georgia declared independence, and secondly in 1991, with the
collapse of the Soviet Union. Both of these steps towards the independence of the nation
are of great importance, because we strive for independence, self-determination, and
development, but this is only a half-baked path. Our main goal is to gain freedom and
liberate the nation, the country, which could not have happened without independence.
Nevertheless, independence is not the final step, the final step will be considered the
complete freedom of the nation. Freedom is a difficult concept to define in the world
today because there are different opinions about it, but this is from the perspective of
individuals, then what is freedom for a nation, then when will a nation be completely
free? Precisely when society begins to think, when people begin to boldly express their
own opinions, when citizens will be able to express different opinions, when we will have
the ability to think, work, and strive for development in any field so much that we will be
able to introduce our own opinions to the world, leave a mark on the world, we will share
our unique views with the world and we will develop and progress, and when this
happens, the country will unite under common sense. It can be said that today we can talk
about independence, freedom, and the desire to enter the international arena, but this is
not so. I will show you that Georgia's desire and values have always meant more than just
political independence. Let's start with the period from 1918 to 1921, when, on February
21, 1921, Georgia adopted its first constitution, one of the most progressive documents in

Europe at that time. In 1918, the Democratic Republic of Georgia was one of the first



countries in the world where women received political rights, they could both vote and
run for office, and the ruling party at that time included 5 women. This is a clear example
of the progressive thinking of our nation. Historical examples include the connection of
Georgian kings with European countries, for example: Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani's
diplomatic mission to Europe, in 1713-1716, on the instructions of Vakhtang VI, Sulkhan-
Saba Orbeliani traveled to Europe to establish political and trade relations with France
and Rome. He met with King Louis XIV of France and Pope Clement XI, presenting a
memorandum on the prospects for future relations between Georgia and France, including
the development of trade routes through the territory of Georgia. This action of Sulkhan
Saba emphasizes Georgia's European orientation and its desire to be and remain part of the
Western world. During the reign of David the Builder, Georgia received many European
knights and missionaries, who helped the country in military and cultural development.
David's policy aimed at Georgia's integration into the European political and cultural
space. In 1923-1940, the Social Democratic Party became a member of the Labor and
Socialist International, which indicates their active participation in the international
socialist movement. Thus, by showing all these examples, I would like to show you our
country's desire to have the opportunity to speak on the international stage, the need for
Europe for our country is to be able to express our opinion at the international level and
increase our involvement in global processes. Today's young people born in Georgia - we
speak, read, write, travel and think more freely, even Increase involvement in global
processes. Young people born in Georgia today speak, read, write, travel and think more
freely, even on global topics. My country has always had values that would be useful in
the future. We have done everything to fully realize this feeling of freedom. I think that
gaining independence opened the way for my country to enter the European arena. I
think that this is why today every member of society has the opportunity to express their
opinion in my country. I think that our thinking has been liberated because in addition to
the right to speak about our contribution to the world, I can also show and act on it, even

with this simple letter.
