Dalila Bedianidze’s paper, “4 Tale from The One Thousand and One Nights and
Georgian Folklore” (“The Story of the Donkey, the Ox, and the Farmer”), examines the
first tale of The One Thousand and One Nights and the use of an internationally
widespread narrative motif in Georgian folklore — “The Man Who Understood the
Language of Animals and Birds.”

From this perspective, the study discusses The One Thousand and One Nights
tale “The Story of the Donkey, the Ox, and the Farmer,” the Georgian (Adjara region)
folktale “The King Who Never Laughed,” and other Georgian narratives such as “The
Serpent’s Brother,” “The Man Who Understood the Language of Birds,” “The Poor
Man Who Understood the Language of Birds,” “The Serpent and the Man,” “The
Wicked Old Woman,” “The Man with a Quarrelsome Wife,” Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani’s
fable “The Man with the Shrewish Wife,” as well as the legends “The Daughter of
Fuldu Qaldan” and “Khogais Mindia.”
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In both The One Thousand and One Nights and the aforementioned Georgian
works, the story of a man taming his capricious wife is told vividly and with gentle
humor. In The One Thousand and One Nights, the tale is narrated by the father to
Shahrazad as a moral lesson.

The paper outlines the similarities and differences among these stories. Their
resemblance is attributed to the use of an internationally disseminated narrative pattern,
while the differences arise from the storytellers’ imagination — each narrator seeks to
reflect the unique characteristics, color, and social reality of their own country.

The translation difficulties encountered when rendering Old Armenian sources
into Georgian often involve determining the correct administrative terminology. To ad-
dress this issue, a comprehensive approach is needed: identifying such terms, studying
their meaning and origin, and only then selecting an appropriate Georgian equivalent in
order to avoid irrelevant translations that may lead to more serious errors during
research. In this paper, we study the Armenian term of official - Gtinliwuinp /dzerna-
voi~r. This is a derivative word: the root atini /dzern/ , hand* combined with the suffix
-unnp /avoi~r/, which denotes possession, carrier, profession, occupation, or
affiliation, equivalent to the Georgian derivational suffixes -osb/ian, -mgsb/ovan, -
mUbob/osan. Its meaning is attested only in the Middle Armenian dictionary, where it is
defined as an official who possesses authority, one who governs rural districts and
oversees tax collection. Study of Armenian sources shows that this term has been in use
since the 12 century. Both structurally and semantically, this Armenian administrative
term resembles the Georgian $gemmbobo/khelosani raising the question of its Georgian
origin.
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The Georgian term $gembsb-o/khelosan-i is formed in an identical manner to
the Armenian: the root 3gen/khel (“hand,” but historically also “authority, power, office,
command, royal confirmation, feudal title-deed, legal document carved in stone,
material sign of land-right”) combined with the suffix -mUsb/osan, denoting possession,
role, profession, or institutional affiliation. In the broad sense, it denoted any official of
the royal court. The institutional meaning and competences of the dtinliwuinp
/dzernavos~r official may be characterized as follows: a member of the high social
stratum; possesses his own type of taxes; he may violate privileges granted by the
sovereigh; taxes that are under his responsibilities may be revoked only by the supreme
authority or by the atinlwnnp /dzernavoi~r himself on orders from the supreme
authority; he may himself be the donator; references to such officials appear beginning
in the 12% century.

We propose that this type of official entered the Armenian world from Georgia
along with its title. In our view term of official dtinuinp /dzernavor~r is a direct
translation of the Georgian $gemmbosbo/khelosani.

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In this article, for the first time in Georgian historiography, based on scientific li-
terature, archival materials, periodical press, and decrees issued by the Soviet Union and
Georgian government, the political-religious context of the “Shahsey-Vahsey” mour-
ning ritual and the essence and results of the related anti-religious campaign in Georgia
are discussed and analyzed.

‘Ashura’ (10th day of Muharram in the Islamic lunar calendar) - a day of mourning
for Shiites (“day of grief”), which commemorates the martyrdom of Prophet Muha-
mmad's grandson - Imam Husayn ibn ‘Ali in the Battle of Karbala (October 10, 680).
Participants in the mourning procession engaged in self-flagellation, accompanied by
loud cries of “Shah Husayn, Vah Husayn!” meaning Shahid (martyr) Hussein, Wah
Hussein! Hence comes another name for 'Ashura’ — “Shahsey-Vahsey”.

From the 19th century in Tbilisi, as sources confirm, ‘Ashura’ or “Shahsey-
Vahsey” was most extensively observed in Avlabari. Meidani ("Tatar Square" or Vakh-
tang Gorgasali Square) and the mosque on Meidani (The Shia Mosque) were the center
of Shiite religious and cultural life.

According to European travelers and Shiite sources, the Caucasus and Azerbaijan
are considered the birthplace of the ritual of whipping during ‘Ashura’. Early accounts
from travelers date back to the first half of the 17th century. However, this ritual con-
tinued to be performed in later centuries. The Turkish-speaking regions of the Caucasus
and Azerbaijan were noted for their distinctive method of self-flagellation (Massé,
1954, p.128). Muhammad Sadiq, who wrote for the Baku newspaper (Akinji - Azer.
Oking, 1875, 1877), indicates that the practice of excessive self-flagellation first
established itself among the population of Karabakh and later spread to Tabriz and other
cities in Iran (Adam, 2001, p.119). Those who were mortally wounded during ‘Ashura’
were considered saints.

The General Secretary of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, J.V. Stalin,
referred to the “national peculiarities” of the “Tatars of the South Caucasus” during self-
flagellation “Shahsey-Vahsey” (Stalin, 1947, p. 355).

It is true that religion was officially separated from the state, yet the Soviet gover-
nment constantly interfered in religious life, including the organization of religious
rituals, to the extent that they had the authority to allow or prohibit any religious holiday
or ritual.
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From the 1920s in the Soviet Union, including Georgia, an active anti-religious
campaign against “Shahsey-Vahsey” begins.

In 1923, a conference of Azerbaijani workers was convened in the III district (later
known as the Krtsanisi district), where, among other issues, the question of “the struggle
against superstition (Shahsey-Vahsey)” was raised. On July 12, 1924, the Presidium of the
Borchalo District Committee of the Communist Party of Georgia discussed anti-religious
propaganda among Muslims due to the approaching ten-day mourning period for
“Shahsey-Vahsey.” The meeting decided: “Ali Tagizadeh (the responsible secretary of the
Borchalo District Committee - N.G.) is tasked with clarifying the possibilities and methods
for conducting propaganda through the appropriate clergy.” According to archival
documents, during the commemoration of “Shahsey-Vahsey” in the Borchalo and Tbilisi
districts, “believers often took their own lives while in a state of religious ecstasy” (The
Archive of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia, f. 14, descr. 1, case 3124, p.2).

The campaign against “Shahsey-Vahsey” was first held in Georgia in 1927. In June
1927, the Presidium of the Central Committee of the Georgian Communist Party adopted a
resolution regarding the prohibition of any self-harm in relation to the observance of
“Shahsey-Vahsey” and addressed a proposal to the Central Executive Committee of
Georgia to adopt an appropriate resolution. In July 1927, at the IV Expanded Plenary of the
Borchalo District Committee of the Georgian Communist Party, the issue of antireligious
propaganda and the results of the struggle against “Shahsey-Vahsey” were discussed
among other matters. The plenary emphasized the activity of the clergy (the clergy was
agitating for the construction of mosques among the population of the villages of
Kachaghani and Qizil-Ajlo). The mullahs convinced people that the Quran did not
contradict Soviet authority in any way. With this, they aimed to elevate their authority and
establish control over the population (Arukhli's Akhundi). Finally, achievements were
noted in the field of antireligious propaganda in relation to “Shahsey-Vahsey.” As a result
of the measures taken, “processions for the holiday” and other religious rituals were not
held, except in two or three populated areas (Qizil-Ajlo) (U3Bectust llenTrpansHoro u
Tudmucckoro komuteros KII (6) I'py3un, 1927, pp. 5-6).

On April 9, 1928, a meeting was held in the Department of Agitation and Pro-
paganda of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Georgia concerning the
strengthening of anti-religious propaganda in relation to the upcoming Muharram and
Kurban Bayram celebrations among Azerbaijanis. At the meeting, a report was
presented which stated the use of the experiences of Georgia and Azerbaijan from the
previous year in combating the religious process of self-flagellation during “Shahsey-
Vahsey.” Specific measures were planned: “Azerbaijani newspapers should devote
maximum attention to anti-religious propaganda during the pre-holiday days. As far as
possible, it is essential to establish a number of new anti-religious circles in areas
populated by Azerbaijanis and to carry out relevant work through them. The extensive
use of radio and television is planned for the purpose of anti-religious propaganda. To
form the relevant public opinion aimed at fanatical religious customs, a series of
presentations on “Shahsay-Vahsay” is planned to be organized at party and trade union
meetings as well as at gatherings of non-partisan activists. Anti-religious work will also
be carried out through the district committees.” A special commission was elected at the
meeting to conduct anti-religious propaganda among the Azerbaijani population (3aps
Bocroka, Ne83, 1928, p. 5).

The Central Committee of the Communist Party of Georgia approved the plan for
conducting an anti-religious campaign against Kurban Bayram and Muharram on May
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23, 1928. Special commissions were established in the committees of the Borchalo and
Sighnaghi districts to carry out this campaign. Similar commissions were formed in the
community committees of the aforementioned districts as well. A commission was also
established with the Tbilisi III District Committee, where the involvement of repre-
sentatives from the atheist Azerbaijani circle was planned. Meetings were scheduled to
be held by the Azerbaijani members of the party and Komsomol on the topics: “How
should a member of the party and Komsomol behave during “Shahsey-Vahseyi” and
“What attitude should an Azerbaijani worker have towards the savagery of “Shahseyi-
Vahseyi.” An anti-religious seminar in Azerbaijani language for 15-20 people on
religious issues, including the rituals of “Shahseyi-Vahseyi,” was to be held in Tbilisi.
The following events were also planned:

1. Collections on Islam were published, which were printed by the State Publishing
House of Georgia; starting from May 10, 1928, there was to be an anti-religious section
in the newspaper "Yeni Kend" (organ of the Central Committee of the Georgian
Communist Party and Tbilisi committees), and articles about Muharram were to be
published in the magazines “Kizil-Shephek” and “Dan Yildiz.” Wall newspapers in
Azerbaijani language were widely used.

2. Relatively prepared supporters of anti-religious propaganda, Azerbaijani
individuals, were gathered and sent to the districts with reports during the campaign.

3. Through the Central Executive Committee of Georgia, the decree on self-
flagellation with chains was to be renewed.

4. Meetings with the leaders of Takya and mosques were to be conducted in Tbilisi
(Thbilisi Uezd) to explain the essence of Muharram and the related religious rituals.

5. Cinema was to be widely used. Anti-religious plays in the Azerbaijani language
were to be organized in the districts (Tbilisi, Karayazi) and the regions (Sighnaghi,
Borchalo), and 300 maneti (Soviet rouble) were allocated for the mobile group.

6. An appeal to the Azerbaijani workers of Georgia was to be sent from the Central
Executive Committee of Georgia and the Councils of People's Commissars.

7. The arrival of priests, prophets, and other religious figures from Persia was
prohibited, as well as their movement between the districts (M3Bectus LlenTpansHoTO M
Tudmucckoro komutetos KII (6) I'py3um, 1928, pp. 12-13).

On May 23, 1928, the Central Committee of Georgia sent circular instructions
from the department of agitation and propaganda to the district committees of Borchali
and Sighnaghi, as well as to the Tbilisi Committee of the Communist Party regarding
anti-religious propaganda and the struggle against religious fanaticism. The indicated
plan outlined the execution of an anti-religious campaign. It involved holding
discussions in reading rooms and public houses about the class essence of Muharram,
the reactionary role of Islam and the Muslim clergy, and anti-religious topics. Teachers,
doctors, and others were to participate in the anti-religious campaign. Moreover, stands
should be set up in reading rooms with anti-religious literature in Azerbaijani (M3Bectus
Hentpansroro u Tudmucckoro komuretos KI1 (6) I'py3um, 1928, 12-13).

On June 19, 1928, in front of “Shahsey-Vahsey,” the Central Executive Committee
of Georgia (headed by Philip Makhardze) addressed the Turkish (Azerbaijani) po-
pulation of Georgia with a special appeal (“Against Religious Prejudices. To all the
working Turkish population of Georgia, workers and peasants”) — urging them to refrain
from self-flagellation.

Along with the aforementioned appeal, on June 19, 1928, the Executive Committee
issued a decree banning religious demonstrations, processions, and any form of self-
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flagellation during the days of Muharram. The resolution stated that anyone who did not
comply with this directive and disturbed public peace and the tranquility of individuals
would be held liable under criminal law. This year, the celebration of Muharram was
held for the first time in Georgia without the ritual of self-flagellation.

On June 5, 1929, the Central Executive Committee of Georgia adopted Resolution
No. 180 “On the prohibition of religious processions, demonstrations, and public
execution of religious rites during the days of the Muslim ‘Muharram” (Collection of
Resolutions, 1929, pp. 430-431).

According to this resolution, “In order to prevent violations of public order during
the days of the Muslim “Muharram” — the Central Executive Committee of Georgia
establishes:

1. To prohibit any religious processions, demonstrations, and, in general, public
execution of any rites (religious ceremonies, “Shahsey-Vahsey” etc.) without places of
worship (mosques) during the first days of the Muslim “Muharram,” which falls on June
8-10 of the current 1929.

2. To prohibit anywhere, outside the territory of places of worship (mosques), the
performance of such rites that lead to self-mortification and distress, such as: self-
mutilation, chain-beating, etc.

3. To prohibit holding gatherings in private homes.

4. For violation of this resolution, the offender shall be held administratively
responsible — they shall be subject to forced labor for up to one month or a monetary
fine of up to 100 Maneti (Soviet rouble); the amount to be paid shall be determined by
the heads of the administrative departments of executive committees or the heads of
police in accordance with the provisions of 'mandatory issuance of resolutions and
imposition of administrative fines for violations of these resolutions', unless the actions
committed by the offender result in criminal liability.

5. Oversight of the implementation of this resolution shall be assigned: in urban
and urban-type settlements — to the police authorities, and in rural areas — to the
community executive committees.

6. This resolution shall be enforced by telegram.

On May 4, 1931, the Central Executive Committee of All Georgia reissued a
resolution (No. 132) concerning the prohibition of religious processions, demon-
strations, and public performances of religious rituals during the days of the Muslims'
“Muharram,” with minor amendments.”

Based on the discussed material, it can be concluded that

a) “Shahsey-Vahsey” was a part of the religious and cultural life of the Shia
community in Georgia until its prohibition during the Soviet period. It had both
Caucasian and local characteristics, which were related to the urban context, ethnic-
confessional composition, and multi-ethnic environment. The center for conducting the
mourning ritual was a registered Shia mosque in Tbilisi.

b) In the 1930s, the “Shahsey-Vahsey” ritual was ultimately banned in Georgia as
part of the broader anti-religious policy of the Soviet Union, which aimed at eliminating
the “harmful remnants” of Islam, particularly mass processions and self-flagellation.

¢) The public form of the “Shahseye-Vahseye” rituals was virtually completely
prohibited, but cultural memory was preserved in family circles and private spaces.

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An essencial changeover in South Caucasian space have been happened as early
as in second half of the III millennium BC when approximately one thousand years
continued Kura-Araxes Culture of the Early Bronze Age was replaced by the new, so-
called Early Kurgans cultural unite. The next, even more than previous, important
change and cultural transition coincide to an appearance of the Trialeti Culture of
Brilliant Kurgans at the last century of the III millennium BC.

This highly developed phenomenon, which embrace the most part of the South
Caucasus and was continued more than four centuries, an absolute date of which
defined by 21% -beginning 17 centuries BC, characterized by onflow of an important
innovation. Exactly this period remarkable with an activization of international
relationship with the Ancient Near East and much more adaptation of the Trialeti
Culture with an achieved civilization of the above-mentioned region. This fact, which
clearly visible by most trialetian burial complexes directly was intertwined with the
contemporary social, political and economic processes.

The occupation by the Trialeti Culture of a vast cross-road area within the
Caucasus, simultaneously the other factors, undoubtedly, played a certain role in the
origin and development of gold working in this area. In fact, precious items of high
artistic value of this culture very impressively, and better than items belonging to other
Caucasian cultural unites of the late phase of Middle Bronze Age, illustrate the process
of interrelation between the above-mentioned area of the Old World, which might be
considered only by the help of archaeological evidences.

Presented article is devoted to the actual problem of the developed i.e. II phase of
Middle Bronze Age and concerns the special issues of changeovers that took place in
various cultural traditions of this period as in South Caucasian as well in Ancient Near
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Eastern world. Urgent necessity of study of the considered problem since a long time
feels by archaeologists and therefore special accentuation on it seems to me especially
important. The giant kurgans of the Tsalka-Trialeti (Georgia) and Vanadzor and Lori
Berd (Armenia) regions provide clear evidence of a huge concentration of power and
wealthy in the hands of new ruling elite. In our viewpoint, these changes are directly
related with the process of activated communication with outer world, mainly with Near
Eastern regions. Among the impressive number of different types of precious burial
goods, which characterize the Trialeti Culture, it is possible to single out the main
“alien” near eastern Style items or individual features, which totally differs from those
of the local artifacts and have not any prototypes in the Caucasian region.

The offered research is related to understanding of various important advances
and their implementation in the local South Caucasian cultural environment, which
might be considered as a result of transmission and translation processes coming from
the Near Eastern World. Translation of new traditions and technical achieves between
the above-mentioned regions was an important fact that clearly existed during the first
half of the II millennium BC. Admittable that it was linked with those socio-political
and economical events that have had place in South Caucasus and bordering to it
civilizations beyond the south.

One of the fields, which sharply revealed an essential achievement in Ancient
Near Eastern World artistic craft and possible to be seen through its production, are the
high-valued metal patterns. From those many identical or/and closely similar artifacts
were recorded in simultaneously period burial sites of the Trialeti Culture. Their sudden
and unexpected reveal in this Transcaucasian cultural environment without an any
background of producing the fashionable metal artifacts allowed us to suppose that it
was a result of a strong influence of the Near Eastern civilizations. The great desire and
readiness of the trialetian ruling elite to get and concentrate in their hand the prestigious
alien samples was determined by their high economic possibilities and wish much more
strength their power. This seems quite logical, since such artifacts were a characteristic
material of the ruling social class, inclined to acquire the various kind of an alien and
fashionable samples and as well share new tradition.

The elite always in every period of prehistory aspires to the novelties, which is a
prestigious and thus emphasizes their exceptional high position in local community.

Transmission of such materials and cultural traditions from the much more
advanced neighboring southern civilizations indicates the high social interest and
passion to the prestigious materials by the local tribes of South Caucasian Trialeti
Culture. This point might be related as to the various traditions (funeral rites, burial
structure, transport, etc.), as well as certain categories of artefacts (jewelry, toreutics,
weaponry, etc.).

It is important to note that burial tradition recorded in trialetian rich kurgans,
excavated in Tsalka, Kvemo Kartli region at 30s of XX century by academician
B.Kuftin supposedly revealed the practice of cremation. It was indirectly proved by
scholar as far as beside a fashionable artistic production and much quantity of paleo-
zoological bones were not recorded the human skeleton’s remains. Tradition of
cremation of the king and queen was a characteristic tradition of Hittite Culture, which
is recorded even in cuneiform Hittite writing texts. This gave a background to scholar to
admit that this alien funerary tradition might be adopted from the Hittite king’s ritual
and via it emphasize the highest social status of the trialetian elite buried person.
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Another archaeological evidence are the rich metal artifacts, which widely
represented in giant kurgans and appears a direct prove that ruling elite of the Trialeti
Culture were aspired to gain much innovative fashionable and mode patterns. By this
way they additionally prove and more strengthen their power in local cultural landscape.

Among these valuable artifacts it seems available to concentrate on a following
ones, like: the silver cylindrical type goblets, which depicts the ritual and other scenes
given into friezes; silver, one handled hemispherical bowls with plain surface; silver
basket shape cylindrical vessels with plain surface and typical Near Easter style attaching
of the handle; silver bucket, richly ornamented with flora and fauna images and decorated
by plain golden applications; golden cups, one - with plain surface and another one with
lion’s depiction, which repeats the Near Eastern style imageries; bronze basket-shape
vessel with specific mode of attaching the handle, which is absolutely common style to
those ones, discovered in Near Eastern and Aegean Worlds. Beside this precious metal
vessels, among the fashionable artifacts of the Trialeti Culture there are some types of
beads, hanging spirals and pins decorated with incrustation technic, which finds a close
analogy among the Near Eastern complexes. All these assemblages and as well some
other symptomatic features, like the iconographic identity and stylistic motifs represented
by the trialetian precious metal samples indicate in favor of the Near Eastern cultural
influence recorded in South Caucasian Middle Bronze Age culture.

Basing on these assemblages it is possible to prove that Trialeti Culture had a
certain interrelation with this advanced Old-World region. Supposing that it might be
realized through the trade-exchange network system and as well by the help of so-called
“traveler craftsmen “, who could adopt serious innovative achieves and new tendencies of
an alien artistic craft field. One of such merchant colony — Kiiltepe - Karum Kanes,
founded by Assyrian merchants in Central Anatolia was one of biggest and essential
center in Ancient Old World. Seems so, that exactly through this trade-exchange colony
was established a communication route by the craftsmen and merchants of the Trialeti
culture, who tried to accept all advanced knowledge and mode characteristic for the highly
developed southern civilizations. Definite request on such precious production was
conditioned by the great desire of economically promoted trialetian ruling elite who wish
to get it.

The best indication of this processes reflects those famous patterns of artistic craft
of the Trialeti Culture, some of which was mentioned above. Exactly this valuable artifact
provides a great deal of information about the innovations and changes in social life and
artistic craft of this population at the end of 3™ — beginning of 2™ Millenniums BC.
Simultaneously with the rise of mentioned culture for the first time in the South Caucasus
was recorded an appearance of a large number of precious toreutics, which reflects a close
interaction with the Near Eastern World. Presented article offered an attempt to examine
the most essential changes and achieves that took place during the Middle Bronze Age
and provide interpretation of the causes in context of translation and transmission
processes.

Some developed city-states of the Near East were engaged with trade, exchange
and diffusing of their cultural influence toward the neighboring regions and wider space.
They were skilled in tools and precious metal producing that showcased their crafts-
manship. Their artistic expressions often included motifs related to the anthropomorphic,
zoomorphic and geometrical designs and complicate iconographic sceneries. Exactly such
imageries were shared, accepted and assimilated by the trialetian craftsmen and therefore
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it is easily recordable Near Eastern style design on Middle Bronze Age South Caucasian
metal vessels.

The II-II millenniums BC as one of very important period of developed stage of
prehistory, in general, was characterized with extreme activating of interrelations between
the different cultural unites. From this point especially important seems those processes
which had been progressing in the Near East and South Caucasus.

Activating of interrelation, between the South Caucasus and beyond southern
regions, i.e. the Near Eastern cultures, was an important factor which stimulate the
exchange and transmission of information and knowledge that were originated from the
various cultural traditions, represented in Central Anatolia and Sumer. The aim of our
study is to deepen in those historical processes that supposing have had place in remote
past and reveal the reasons of appearance of the different Near Eastern cultural tendency
in artistic craft patterns of the Trialeti Culture. As well, our study is pointed towards the
understanding of the diverse methods of intercommunication through the “traveler
merchants” and /or “traveler craftsmen”.

A particular field of enquiry is to deepen in represented by materials and visual
world, with a certain reference to the transmission of cultural tendencies and share of
knowledge. It plays a very important role in shaping human experience and social
relations. Referring to a cognitive and ideational aspect, the term ‘translation’ emphasizes
the transfer of knowledge and traditions across social, cultural, or material divide and
concerns to deepen in background of the essential processes and enquire the certain
reasons and details.

The current research from practical point of view, supposing, will support to
understand processes occurred in South Caucasian and Near Eastern regions at the late 3
— early 2" millenniums BC and give clearness to the problems of transmission of cultural
traditions, implementation of innovations and their distribution.

Finally, it can be concluded that South Caucasus as the central cross-road, joining
the northern and southern regions of Eurasia, appears those limited part of land, which
consolidate achievements of different cultural worlds and by transforming of them create a
unique culture of the late III — early IT millenniums BC, which combine certain alien and
local traditions.

Perspective for the future study becoming quite obvious when considering
different aspects of the sense transmission and translation of cultural traditions. Especially
it is required to deepen and represent in broader outlook when scholars studding the
problems of remote Antiquity. The time-interval of remote past, which covers the III — 1T
millenniums BC, undoubtedly, suggests this possibility. Therefore, supposing that various
problems seem necessarily to consider in context of interconnection through the trade-
exchange network system, which we considered as one of the factors in process of
adopting and familiarizing of over-achieved artistic mode and knowledge of the ancient
Near Eastern tradition.

Supposing that the presented article contains the background that furthermore
research to be continued in future as well.

The aticle analyzes the role of women in Jihadist organizations. Muslim women
served in different departments and organs of Islamic Jihadist groups such as Al-Qaeda,
ISIS, Hamas contributing to logistical support, medical care, education as well as
intelligence and suicide operations. The article focuses particularly on the Al-Khansaa
Battallion, a unit formed within ISIS to address women’s issues. This battalion
symbolized ISIS’s attempt to control women while mobilizing them in service of the
Caliphate’s ideology.

After establishment of ISIS, Muslim women within the organization performed
various functions. They emlpoyed in different departments and organs and their duties
included spreading the propaganda and raising funds. The main function for women was
to serve as ,,brides of Jihad“. Accroding to ISIS propaganda, Allah prescribed a duty for
a true believing Muslim woman to support the Muslim community — the Ummah — as a
good wife of a mujahid and as a good educator of the next generation of Jihadists.

ISIS issued the Madinah Charter where the group defined function of Muslim
women — to stay at home and should not leave her home except in special
circumstances. Among such exceptional cases, the group considered participation in
Jihad. If enemy attacked her country and there were no male to defend it, then the imam
would issue a fatwa granting Muslim women permission to fight.

Al-Khansaa Battalion was fomed in 2014 in the city of Raqqa (Syria). The name
,»Al-Khansaa“ was taken from the famous Muslim female poet who sacrificed her two
sons in the battle of Qadisiyyah. So, ISIS aimed to give its female members the role
model of Al-khansaa as a devout woman.

The Al-Khansaa Battalion was led by Umm al-Rayyan who brought together 35
women into the unit. These women came mostly from the Arab countries such as Syria,
Iraq, Egypt, Saudi Arabia, Libya, and Chechnya. The members of the group were
between 18 to 25 years old. The salaries reportedly ranged between 800 to 1000 USD
depended on marital satus, number of children and nationality. Female jihadists from
Western countries recieved higher salaries. Members of Al-Khansaa Battalion were
allowed to drive cars in areas where civilians did not have that right.
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When ISIS took over Mosul in 2015, the battalion were merged with the Hisbah
— religious police — department, which increased her role and they became a kind of
»Ministry of Women* inspecting women’s affairs within the organization. Al-Khansaa
Battalion’s function was to patrole streets and investigate women’s behaving in
marketplaces and on the streets, and identify those who violated Islamic rules.

Before Al-Khansaa members were sent out to patrol the streets, they took a part
in 15 days training which included instructions of how to use, clean and carry weapons.
After completing the training, women were dressed in niqabs and abayas to patrol the
streets. They inspect women if they wore two garments that completely covered the
shape of the body.

In addition to patroling, Al-Khansaa Battalion served in intelligence, border
control, suicide operations, da’wa process. They had diverse functions which ruined the
image of Muslim women, that their only fuction was to be just good wives and mothers.

There are scholars whose existence becomes known to us only belatedly—if at
all—despite the significant mark they have left on the public life of the country and the
development of particular academic disciplines.

At the origins of Georgian Assyriology — which inherently entails the study of
the ancient history of the Caucasus in the context of Near Eastern civilizations—stood
several scholars whose names have only recently begun to gain recognition within the
Georgian academic sphere. For some reason, and seemingly not by coincidence, the fate
of each of these figures became entangled with the Soviet repressions: Mikheil
Tsereteli, for well-known reasons, ended his life in exile, and his name remained banned
in Georgia almost until the end of the twentieth century; Tite Margvelashvili likewise
fell victim to Soviet repression; and Aleksandre Tsereteli spent many years banished
from his homeland.

I believe the list of repressed Georgian scholars of the Ancient Near East under
the Soviet regime should rightfully include the name of yet another Georgian public
figure, orientalist, assyriologist, and later economist and financier — Aleksandre
(Alyosha) Svanidze. Mentions of him are scattered and rare, and unfortunately, his
biography and both scholarly and civic contributions remain largely unstudied to this
day; only fragmentary and often inaccurate information is available.
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Alexander Svanidze studied in Leipzig and Halle, Germany, studied history,
philosophy and social. Economics. Periodically he returned to Georgia, where he gave
lectures at meetings of the Historical and Ethnographic Society. He tried to acquaint the
Georgian scientific community with foreign literature on Assyriology, the ancient history
of the Caucasus and Georgia, which, in his opinion, should be useful for further research
by the Georgian scientific community. In this years he has pulished several important
assyriological researches.

In 1936, at the invitation of the People's Commissar of National Education of the
USSR Bubnov and A. Svanidze, the famous Hittologist, Professor Bedfich Hrozny,
visited the Soviet Union. In 1936-37, he gave lectures on the Hittites in various cities of
the USSR - Moscow (17, 20, 11.1936; 20.11.1937), Leningrad (21.23.11.1937), Baku
(30.11.1937), Thilisi (2,4.12.1937), Yerevan (7,8.12.1937) and Kiev (14,15.12.1937).
After that, Prof. Hrozny was invited to Tbilisi University for a whole semester to teach
the Hittite language, and especially the Khaturi and Hurrian languages (unfortunately,
this did not happen, presumably due to the arrest of A. Svanidze). Later, when in 1937
the journal “Vestnik DrevneyThe first issue of "History" was published, Alexander
translated Hrozny's article, as well as his memoirs about his travels published in
"Archive Oriental", and printed them in "Vestnik".

On January 27, 1937, a meeting of the Prague Institute of Oriental Studies was
held in Prague, where B. Hrozny made a report on his travels and lectures in the
republics of the Soviet Union. The same journal indicates that on March 1, 1937, at a
meeting of the Prague Institute of Oriental Studies, Prof. A. Svanidze, along with
Professors A. Shanidze, V. Struve, 1. Meshchanov, K. Together with Oragvelidze (then
rector of TSU) and others, he was elected a scientific member-correspondent of the
Institute of Oriental Studies in Prague. This, of course, was supposed to be Hrozny's
initiative and an expression of his sympathy, first of all, for Alexander. After that
Svanidze established the journal ,,Vestkink Drevnei Istorii” and invited B. Hrozny and
other famous Assyriologists to collaborate with the journal.

The life of Alexander Svanidze is divided into two parts — socio-political and
socio-scientific. These two spheres alternated periodically in his life, although, I think,
if he had continued, his scientific potential would have brought much more to scientists.

On November 1 (14), 2024, Alexander Svanidze will have turned 140 years old.
Hopefully, the restoration of his biography will raise many new interesting questions in
various directions when studying the history of the early 20th century, and his name will
take its rightful place in Georgian historiography, which will be very important for the
Georgian scientific community.

Initially, the Armenian manuscript collection consisted of only 67 manuscripts.
Over time, the collection steadily grew thanks to manuscripts discovered during expe-
ditions conducted by the institute’s staff, as well as through private donations. Today,
the collection holds 311 manuscripts, 198 historical documents, and 23 fragments.

In terms of composition, the Armenian collection is diverse. It contains both
translated and original works of Armenian literature. The manuscripts and fragments
preserved at the Georgian National Centre of Manuscripts are dated from the 8th to the
20th centuries. Given the geographical and cultural closeness of Georgia and Armenia,
it is not surprising that Georgian traces can also be found in the Armenian manuscripts
preserved at Our Centre. Some Armenian manuscripts include fragments of Georgian
manuscripts reused as flyleaves (e.g., Arm-24, Arm-299). These fragments are notable
for their exceptional antiquity.

Armenian manuscripts containing Georgian flyleaves were, in theory, copied in
entirely separate literary centers (for example, in historical Albania and in Crimea).
While the presence of a Georgian manuscript in a monastic centre of the South Cau-
casus is easy to explain, the discovery of Georgian parchment leaves in literary centers
geographically distant from Georgia must be linked to the working practices of scribal
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centres, which everywhere collected or purchased damaged, torn, or worn-out manus-
cripts and reused them in their own book production.

At the National Centre of Manuscripts, we also encounter Armenian manuscripts
copied in Georgia. One such example is the Gospel copied in Gori in 1700, whose
miniatures contain Georgian explanatory inscriptions. The Georgian names of the
donors likewise suggest that the Armenian Gospels Arm-109 (1681) and its copy Arm-
110 (17th c.) were most likely produced in Georgia. Both manuscripts are bound in
decorated metal covers and adorned with miniatures that, if not executed by the same
artist, were at least created by representatives of the same miniature-painting school.

Two manuscripts, Arm-98 and Arm-22, which contain the History of Agha
Mohammad Khan's destructive campaign of 1795, are believed to have been copied in
Thilisi, Georgia.

The study of the Armenian collection kept at the National Centre of Manuscripts
shows that the presence of Georgian marginal notes in Armenian manuscripts is, in part,
connected to the activities of Armenians who had become linguistically assimilated into
Georgian culture.

Thus, the study of Georgian colophons preserved in the Armenian manuscript
collection at the National Centre of Manuscripts demonstrates that the Armenian popu-
lation maintained close literary connections with Georgia and the Georgians. Georgian-
Armenian relations have a centuries-old history and have never been interrupted. These
relations — revealed in various forms both within the territory of Georgia and beyond —
are most clearly attested by the colophons found in the manuscripts.

This article explores the work of the 14th-century Franciscan historian,
geographer, and diplomat Paolino Veneto, also known as Paolino Minorita, focusing on
a fascinating detail found in his universal chronicle Chronologia magna, where the
Caspian Sea is referred to by several names, including the “Georgian Sea.”

Born around 1270, most likely in Venice, Paolino pursued a successful career
within the Franciscan Order. He quickly rose through the ranks, holding positions such
as lector of theology, inquisitor, provincial minister, and ultimately bishop of Pozzuoli
in 1324. Throughout his life, he was deeply involved in political and religious affairs,
carrying out diplomatic missions for both the Papacy and the Venetian Republic,
negotiating political conflicts across Italy.

His intellectual activities mirrored his political involvement, producing works
that merged theology, history, politics, geography, and classical learning. Among his
most important contributions are three universal chronicles: Notabilium historiarum
epithoma, Chronologia magna, and Satirica historia. Of these, the Chronologia magna
stands out for its integration of historical narrative with rich visual materials, including
maps and diagrams. This encyclopedic work covers the history of the world from the
creation up to the early 14th century. In one of its maps, the Caspian Sea is referred to
by several names, including “Mare de Sara” (after the city of Sarai, capital of the
Golden Horde), and, significantly, the “Georgian Sea.” In the text, Paolino explains this
name by referring to the sea’s proximity to the Caucasus Mountains and the Georgian
territories, noting that the area is largely sandy and impassable. He estimates the sea’s
circumference at about 2,500 miles.

The reference to the Caspian as the “Georgian Sea” is especially significant. It
reflects a broader pattern in which European scholars of the Middle Ages integrated
geographic and political knowledge gathered from travelers like Marco Polo. While
Paolino likely used Polo’s descriptions, such as referring to the Caspian as the Sea of
Sarai, he also diverged from Polo in key aspects, like the sea’s circumference, implying
the use of additional sources. The explicit reference to the term “Georgian Sea” in
Paolino Veneto’s work indicates that he, and perhaps his sources, did not perceive
Georgia merely as a distant Christian kingdom on the fringes of the known world.
Instead, this designation implies a recognition of Georgia as a prominent and influential
political entity within the broader regional context. By associating the Caspian Sea with
Georgia, Paolino and his intellectual milieu acknowledged the country’s geographical
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presence, strategic relevance, and cultural or political impact in the Caucasus and
surrounding areas.

The article emphasizes that Paolino’s choice of terminology provides valuable
insight into how medieval European intellectuals viewed the Caucasus. The reference to
the “Georgian Sea” implies that Georgia’s political and cultural presence was
significant enough to be acknowledged on maps and in historical texts. It signals an
awareness of the Georgian kingdom’s role within Eurasian geopolitics, an awareness
that filtered into cartographic and historical traditions of the time. The label “Georgian
Sea” is a small but telling detail that reveals much about medieval European knowledge,
curiosity, and recognition of Georgia’s place on the geopolitical map.

In the twentieth century, research on the Georgian community in Iran and its
dialect was conducted predominantly by Georgian scholars. In recent decades, several
noteworthy initiatives have also emerged from Georgians residing within Iran. Each
newly available text in this field represents a valuable contribution to scholarship.
Among these, Folktales of the Georgians of Fereydan by R. Gugunani, published in
Iran in 2024, stands out as a remarkable corpus for the study of this Georgian linguistic
island. According to R. Sepiani, author of the preface, the volume preserves the
grammatical norms of Fereydani speech in their entirety - an achievement described as
unprecedented (p. 7).

The work is bilingual: ten tales are presented first in Persian and subsequently in
the Fereydani dialect. The Georgian versions are notably more detailed, often including
elements omitted from the Persian texts.

From the standpoint of genre, The Evil Bird is the sole narrative that can be
classified as an animal tale, while Kurdo, closely tied to local belief systems, resists
categorization as a fairy tale in the strict sense.

The Georgian texts exhibit gemination of both consonants and vowels - an
atypical phenomenon in Georgian reflecting the influence of Arabic-Persian orthog-
raphic conventions and the Persian phonological system. Persian is also responsible for
the unusual merging of negative particles in combination with Georgian verb forms in
writing. Formulaic expressions further reveal this contact: some opening and closing
phrases reproduce Persian structures verbatim, while others demonstrate hybridization,
such as the Georgian traditional opening formula ‘there was, and there was not one,’
which blends with the Persian yeki biid, yeki nabiid. At times, however, the Fereydani
texts demonstrate distinctive closing formulas, such as ‘A lice and a cootie [let be away
from you] in hills, and [let] fruit [be] in your lap. Amen!’ - a conclusion that neither
parallels Persian folktale endings nor corresponds to traditional Georgian closing for-
mulas.

The review also identifies lexical items that appear to derive from standard
Georgian rather than the Fereydani dialect, as well as Europeanisms. Gugunani argues
the latter on the grounds of their frequent use in contemporary Fereydani speech.

Despite certain limitations, Folktales of the Georgians of Fereydan (2024)
constitutes a major new source for the study of the dialect, everyday life, and folklore of
the Georgian community in Fereydan.

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The present review examines Nino Ejibadze’s monograph — A Grammar of the
Arabic Language published by Tbilisi State University Press in 2023.

The introductory part of the review provides a concise overview of the Western
tradition of the study of Arabic language, tracing the historical development of the
grammars of Arabic, their linguistic foundations, and the stage of linguistics at which
they were compiled. As well as discussing which variety of Arabic these grammar
books aimed to describe — Classical or colloquial/dialects.

Observation of previous works reveals that they have mainly focused either on
Classical Arabic or on specific spoken varieties/dialects. Consequently, earlier
grammars did not and, given the stage of linguistic theory at the time, could not take
into account the variability of the Arabic language, the Arabic linguistic continuum, or
the phenomenon of diglossia. Up to this point, there has been no comprehensive
theoretical grammar that systematically considers the variable nature of Arabic, the way
in which its different varieties function in Arabic speech, and how each of them has its
own domain and context of use. In this regard, Ejibadze’s work represents a notable and
original contribution to the field of Arabic studies.

The book provides a detailed and diachronic analysis of key aspects of Arabic
phonetics, morphology, and syntax, taking into consideration a range of extralinguistic
factors and specific sociolinguistic nuances arising from Arabic diglossia.

The main characteristics of the book can be summarized as follows:

a) Treating Arabic as one/unified language, encompassing the full spectrum of its
variability — Classical Arabic, Modern Standard Arabic, and the dialects;

b) Engaging with both the Arabic and Western scholarly traditions of studying
the Arabic language;

¢) Emphasizing the functional dimension of the language alongside its structural
aspects;

d) Approaching linguistic phenomena from a diachronic perspective;

e) Analyzing underlying causes of the linguistic phenomena alongside its
description.

The work represents a theoretical grammar of Arabic which simultaneously
exhibits features of other types of grammar primarily descriptive, and occasionally
prescriptive. The book also incorporates elements of explanatory grammar, clearly
elucidating the internal logic of the language and the way how it functions. In doing so,
it integrates the functional dimension into the structural analysis — a crucial aspect for
comprehensive understanding of the language.
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The fourth book recently published by the National Center of Manuscripts of
Georgia in the ‘Scolarly Heritage IV’ series contains articles by one of the prominent
representatives of Georgian Orientalism, Turkologist Tsisana Abuladze, which have
been published in Georgian and foreign scientific journals for years.

The collection includes 51 works under five headings — Turkish-Georgian lexical
encounters; Source studies. Diplomacy; Orientalist studies in Georgia; Academician
Sergi Jikia; Reviews.

We offer a brief overview of the articles in the first heading.

Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani (1658-1725) laid the foundation for considering
Turkish-Georgian linguistic contacts. Tsisana Abuladze's PhD thesis - "Turkish lexical
material in S.-S. Orbeliani's Georgian lexicon" was devoted to a detailed study of
Turkish lexical material. Tsisana Abuladze aims to give us a complete picture of
Turkish borrowings in the Georgian language of the Sulkhan-Saba era. The considered
Turkisms are contrasted with their prototypes in Turkic languages and their dialects.
The study of borrowings was conducted using a complex method, the primary meanings
of lexemes and semantic modifications were determined. The study is exemplary. The
primary sources were specified and their linguistic and geographical characteristics
were given. The local semantic evolution of individual facts was emphasized. Phonetic
adaptations were systematized and Turkish-Georgian realities were analyzed
etymologically. Also, particularly difficult cases were examined from the point of view
of etymology and internal reconstructions were carried out. Borrowings were divided
into lexical-semantic groups.

The following article is ‘“Toponym Tao in Persian and Ottoman Sources’ (pp. 58-
62). In some lists and editions of Persian and Ottoman sources (Hasan Rumlu, Iskander
Munshi, Ibrahim Pechev, Shah Tahmasp’s Conversation with Turkish Ambassadors),
the Georgian toponym Tao, the land of Tao, is rendered in an incorrect form — /dad/
instead of /tav/o/, which has led to different interpretations of this toponym.

The article ‘Ottoman Written Monuments with the Names of Georgia and Its
Political Formations’ presents the Ottoman designations of our country and its regions.
The term “Gurjistan” is polysemantic and denotes: 1. a geohistorical territory, 2. one of
the political units of Georgia, 3. Rarely, this term refers to the whole of Georgia. In
parallel with “Gurjistani”, Georgian political units are named with autonyms.

The following article is ‘Turkish texts transliterated into the Georgian alphabet’.

The latest publication of the above-mentioned rubric, entitled ‘Turkish-Georgian
vocabulary (17" century)’, is dedicated to the manuscript preserved in the Uppsala
University Library — Vocabularium turko-gruzinicum. Each Turkish lexeme has only
one Georgian equivalent. Sometimes the Georgian translation is not an exact match to
the Turkish one. Most Georgian words are written with the a-suffix: naumsi instead of
nemsi; gaviani instead of gviani, etc.
